The following disclosures/assumptions relate to the UCB, Inc. (“UCB”) Minnesota (“MN”) filings: 

· It is UCB’s business policy that individual gifts or payments valued at less than $5 are excluded from its calculation of payments to HCPs for purposes of tracking and state reporting.  As a result, any expenditure valued at less than $5 is not included in UCB’s disclosure.  
· Through third party vendors, UCB conducts blind market research using HCPs.  These HCPs are chosen and paid by third party vendors for their feedback.  UCB does not know which HCPs are performing this market research and in turn, the HCPs are unaware of who has employed the third party vendor to conduct the research.  Since this research is blind and can not be perceived as an inducement, UCB does not report these payments to HCPs or any meals or business courtesies they receive during this research process.

· UCB acquired compliance responsibilities for Schwarz Pharma, Inc. on July 13, 2007.  UCB has collected Schwarz’s supporting documentation and is filling herein the required data for the period January 1, 2007 – December 31, 2007.
· Schwarz’s SFA system (Seibel), used by the Company to capture and report expenditures to health care professionals in particular states. was officially decommissioned and ceased to capture expenditures on May 13th, 2007.  Following this date, expenditures were captured in UCB systems and will be reported in UCB disclosures going forward.  
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
